MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

TREE HAUS METROPOLITAN DISTRICT

February 27, 2008
The Board of Directors of the Tree Haus Metropolitan District met in regular session at the Vectra Bank conference room, 2155 Resort Drive, Steamboat Springs, Colorado, on Wednesday, February 27, 2008 at 5:00 p.m.  Those directors present included Troy Alering, Matt Lavington, Bob Kuusinen and Valerie Perea constituting a quorum.  Visitor, Russell Browning and Administrative Secretary, Sandy Rummler were also present.  Mr. Lavington called the meeting to order at 5:10 p.m.
VISITOR’S COMMENTS

Mr. Browning observed that snow was being plowed from the driveways on Lots 63 and 65 and pushed across the District’s road.  He noted that the stored snow was causing a narrowing of the road at the end of those drives and creating a hazardous situation.  Mr. Kuusinen and Mr. Alering reported that Native Excavating was storing snow on their property.  Mr. Lavington noted that city and county ordinances prohibited plowing across streets and roads.  The Board requested that Ms. Rummler write Ms. Patricia Higgins, owner of Lots 65 and 63, a letter informing her that plowing snow across the road was prohibited.  Mr. Lavington volunteered to call Native Excavating to try to arrange more acceptable places to store snow.
Mr. Browning noted that at the last Homeowners Association meeting, potential developers of the Koftinow property across from Tree Haus proposed that the property was part of Tree Haus.  Mr. Bowning then wondered, if this was the case, would Tree Haus be responsible for supplying the development with water.  He said he was concerned because the water storage tank was on his lot and he really didn’t want to see another storage tank or an expanded tank on his property.  Ms. Perea stated that the Koftinow property was not part of Tree Haus.  Mr. Kuusinen wondered if Tree Haus was collecting taxes on the Koftinow property.  Mr. Lavington volunteered to go the court house to see if he could determine if the Koftinow property is a part of Tree Haus.

Mr. Kuusinen made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 30, 2008 meeting, Mr. Alering seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Ms. Rummler informed the Board that with only $6,000 in the bank, she could not pay the Native Excavating or the Mt. Werner bills immediately, but that she could in two weeks when Tree Haus receives its large tax check.  Mr. Kuusinen suggested that the District might look into having one year’s operating budget in reserves.
Upon a motion by Mr. Lavington that was seconded by Ms. Perea, the following bills were approved for payment:

REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE

Ms. Perea stated that the Disrict needed to be proactive about water leaks, that the system was falling apart.  Mr. Kuusinen noted that the system was constructed  with ductal iron which is very strong and long lasting and that is the part of the system that the District is responsible for  and that individual homeowners are responsible for service lines to their homes.  He further stated that Tree Haus is built on an alluvial slide plane and moving soils can cause breaks in the lines.  Ms. Perea stated that corrosive soils were causing breaks in the lines and that there were five breaks last year.  Mr. Kuusinen suggested that since none of the Board members had technical expertise in this area, it might be a good idea to consult with an engineer and ask him to attend several Board meetings to discuss these issues.  The Board agreed and asked Ms. Rummler to call Mr. Doug Bradfield of Civil Design Associates to see if he could attend several meetings.  Ms. Perea suggested that the District hire a leak detection specialist and she volunteered to call Mr. John Faulkner of RTW as he had suggested at the previous meeting that he knew of several companies that offered that service.
The Board tabled the discussion of a temporary filtration system until the next meeting when Mr. Lang would be present as he was looking into that matter.  The Board also tabled the matter of the Mt. Werner Water proposal until Mr. Lang returned for the next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Ms. Rummler reported that Mr. Kuusinen, Mr. Lang and Mr. Alering would run for reelection to the three vacancies on the Board and that no one else had expressed an interest in running and that she would be cancelling the election on March 4, 2008.
There being no further business to come before the meeting, it was adjourned at 6:40 p.m.
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
