Minutes

Those in attendance:  Valerie Perea, Vice-President; Patty Buckles; Chuck Armbruster, Marilyn Mullen, President

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Discussion of lack of notification by realtor or title company of sale of lots 67 and 68, sold 4/27/06 to Dennis Schmucker by Bob Geer and Barry Durham. Metro Dist. did not receive request for estoppel letter, nor did Liz Taintor, our accountant, which is the standard practice when a property is sold and allows us to collect dues that are owed. Chuck offered to put Marilyn in touch with people at the three title companies and the one individual who does closings so that they are aware that the Tree Haus HOA requires an estoppel letter. We decided that we should include a copy of a Tree Haus estoppel letter in the packet of information that we provide to all realtors when they list a house in Tree Haus.

Old Business

Holiday Party—the party was a nice gathering for locals and out-of-towners alike. Several guests asked for a list of contact information for those who attended.

We don’t know if Troy has talked to Native about a group rate for tree removal, but we do need to continue to pursue affordable removal of the many dead trees that present a fire and safety hazard to the neighborhood and individual homes. Valerie will follow up with the Forest Service.

Marilyn was contacted in December by George Morris, the neighbor who lives on the corner of Annanina and Tree Haus Dr., and whose view would be most affected by what Darrin Fryer decides to build on Lot 80. Dr. Morris says he was not notified before the hearings before the Planning Commission and County Commissioners of Darrin’s request to redivide lots 79 and 80 so that 80 would become a buildable lot. The county and lot owner are required by law to notify all owners whose lots touch the lots named in such a request as well as those across the street from them. Dr. Morris hired an attorney in an effort to challenge the county’s decision to allow Darrin to redivide the lots. The county attorney has written an opinion, siding with the county’s decision. In speaking with Dr. Morris, Marilyn assured him that the HOA would make every effort to keep him in the loop on this matter from now on. She also went down to the Assessors Office and Planning Dept. to make sure they have the correct address information for Dr. Morris; it appears that neither does.

Marilyn will complete the by-laws revision before the next meeting and submit it for final review to the board and to Bob Weiss.

The Covenant Revision Committee needs to begin working. We decided we need to use resources such as Arthur Baird and Ken Carlson who have extensive experience with covenants at their other residences. At the November meeting of the board the following people volunteered to serve on the committee:  Marilyn, Valerie, Chuck, and Darrin. If you know of others who are willing to give the time and effort to this important task, please let us know.

We need to be ready to order new house-number signs in the spring. No one has brought new design ideas to the board meetings. Now would be the time to do so. Otherwise, we will probably do something very similar to the old ones, as many homeowners seem to like or at least be comfortable with the old ones.

New Business

Marilyn passed out the year-end financial statement. There were no concerns about it, and it was accepted as is (see attached).

We had a lengthy discussion about Mt. Werner Water’s intention to no longer manage our fragile water system after the current contract runs out June 30, 2008. The HOA board members have many concerns and voted to write a letter to the Metro District to send to them before their next meeting, January 30, 2008 (see attached). Both Marilyn and Russ Browning, members of the HOA board will attend that meeting.

Bob Mullen sent a memo to the board, much of which related to the water system and our loss of Mt. Werner’s services (see attached). We addressed his concerns in the letter to the Metro District and tabled the remainder of items in his memo for our next meeting, as we were running out of time. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
